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WHAT TO DO IF A MIRACLE OCCURS? 

 

Dear Friends, 

As you know, a new stage opened along the path leading to the beatification, and then 
canonisation of Father Caffarel, namely the drafting of his cause, the Positio, has been completed and 
submitted to the Dicastery for the Causes of Saints. Theologians and cardinals will now examine it. 

From now on, we must ask the Lord to perform a miracle through the intercession of Father 
Caffarel.  This miracle is like God’s “signature” approving the Church’s decision. Let us recall the 
definition of a miracle: a physical, instantaneous, definitive cure, inexplicable by science. In the article, 
entitled “Asking for a Miracle,” in the Bulletin of the Friends of Father Caffarel, n° 31, I spoke about 
this. 

If you are told that a miracle has taken place, what should you say? What must the beneficiary 
of the miracle and their entourage do? 

1. Write a complete and detailed account of the miracle. How did it happen? Is it really only 
the invocation and intervention of Father Caffarel (and no other saints) that enabled this miracle? Who 
prayed? For a long time or not? etc… 

 

2. Gather together all medical documents, certificates, doctors' 
opinions, describing the disease, then the cure, as quickly as possible 
so that the testimony is complete and that no document is lost. 

3.  Notify the postulator of the cause of Father Caffarel without delay 
and send him the provisional file when it is ready: postulator@henri-
caffarel.org The Roman postulator, Father Zdzislaw Kijas, will get in 
touch with you to help you put together the rest of the file.
